The TRIO UNISONO has a repertoire spanning the pre-classi-
cal, classical, romantic and modern musical forms including jazz and
arrangements of well-known works, which provide infinite possibil-
ities for dialogue among the instruments. One of the aims of the TRIO
UNISONOQ is to highlight chamber music compositions which are sel-
dom performed but, nevertheless, are of very high musical value.

The TRIO UNISONO was founded in 2000 in Thessaloniki by well-
known musicians and educators. Maria Bozena Soueref plays violin
and viola. She studied in Poland and Italy. After a ten years career
abroad, she served at the first violins in the Thessaloniki State Sym-
phony Orchestra. Paula Smith-Diamanti completed her studies in the
clarinetin USA and, at the same time with her solo appearances, she
had a permanent position in the Thessaloniki State Symphony Or-
chestraand in the State Conservatory of Thessaloniki. Natalia Mour-
tzou, after her studies in Moldova, has been distinguished as a pianist
and she taught in the Modern Conservatory of Thessaloniki.

Dinos Constantinides (1929-)

Constantinides of Epirotic origin, from Tzoumerka, lives in Los An-
geles. He received of many international prizes for his compositions
and he was honored for his teaching work.

The composer devoted the Concertino “Mountains of Epirus”in
the memory of his mother and father. The piece is modal and employs
characteristics of Greek rhythm, syncopated figurations, and poly-
chordal sonorities. The work was premiered in 1980, with the com-
poser as soloist, at the celebration of the North and South American
Orthodox Church in an audience of 5000.

The Oracle at Delphi (1994) is based on a folk-like modal tune,
creating new tonal possibilities. It constitutes part of a wider study
that follows the sounds of modern music. He dedicated the work to
the “Verdher Trio” and presented it in the 50™ anniversary of the
United Nations at Carnegie Hall.

Nikolas Astrinidis (1921-2010)

Astrinidis, composer, conductor, teacher of piano is considered
one of the best pianists in Greece. He undertook numerous tours
from Bucharest and Paris to Cairo and elsewhere, giving more than
2500 concerts either as a soloist, or in collaboration with other im-
portant artists, such as the violinists Christian Ferras and Henryk
Szezyng. From 1965 he made an outstanding contribution to the mu-
sical life of Thessaloniki. He has been awarded the Golden Cross of
the Order of George |.

The work Two Pieces in Greek Style (1990) was premiered by the
composer together with the violinist and the clarinetist of TRIO
UNISONO, in which he dedicated it. His performance in the piano re-
mains unforgettable. The refinement of the expression in this com-
position highlights his french education, which influenced his works
of chamber music. The first piece is characterised from nostalgia,
while the second one was constructed at a rate of 7/8, referring to
folk music.
