he exhibition presents, for the first time in Greece, some of the most precious

and most representative objects from the collections of the State

Archaeological Museum in Warsaw; 445 artefacts dating mainly from the 11th
to the 13th century, discovered by archaeological research that took place during the
last century in Poland, Belarus and the Ukraine, as well as from private collections of
the 19th century. The vast majority are jewellery; rings, earrings, bracelets, brooches
and belt buckles, pendants, necklaces, beads, crosses and encolpia, made of various
materials, such as silver, gold, copper alloys, glass, semiprecious stones etc.

Through these specific exhibits, the manifold meanings of jewellery are shown during
the early medieval era in Poland as well as in other areas of central Europe, especially
those inhabited by Slavic tribes. Furthermore, the dominant position of metallurgy in
the cultural production of those tribes becomes apparent, along with the influence and
the fundamental distinction of their art from the Greco-Roman tradition.
Additionally, the diversity, high artistic value and craftsmanship of many exhibits
advocate the view that developed in the 20th century about the Middle Ages: that it
was not an era of intellectual and cultural regression, but a new cultural hybrid that
emphasized on different aesthetics than those of the ancient world and the
Renaissance.

The exhibition's narrative unfolds
through 11 thematic units,
emphasizing on the uses,

the types, the decorative styles and
the manufacturing techniques of
jewellery, and indirectly on their
artistic, aesthetic, social and
symbolic value. The renowned
“Borucin hoard” is a separate
thematic unit in itself.
